It is on behalf of the Men and Women of the Weatherly Borough Police department that I present the 2022 Year End Report. September 2022 marked the Weatherly Police Departments first full year in our new station. This station provides a safe and secure facility that allows the men and women of the Department to provide the highest quality services to the residents and visitors to the Borough.  2022 continued to be challenging due to Police Staffing Shortages locally as well as nationwide.  The department has been able to provide and maintain 24 hour, 365 days of coverage during these trying times.  One of our biggest challenges is that we no longer have the reliable backup from neighboring departments that we had in years past. Some of these departments can no longer fill their duty rosters or cover their own areas consistently with 24-hour police protection. This requires the PA state police to pick up the call volume in these jurisdictions.  This adds to a timely back up response when they are requested by us.

The Weatherly Police Department and The Weatherly Area School district have renewed their Memorandum of understanding with a fresh look at the school resource officer positions and response to incidents involving School facilities and entities. We as a department and part of the community are always striving to improve our service to the community by implementing the best practices in policing.

The Weatherly Police Department is moving forward with becoming accredited thru the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Accreditation Commission by close of business 2023.
We are excited to announce that we will once again be hosting the Junior Police Academy that was furloughed due to COVID this upcoming year as well as another attempt to run the Citizens Police Academy sometime in the late summer months.

I can attest that the officers will continue to preserve the peace, reduce fear and enhance the quality of life for residence and visitors in and around Weatherly.  Officers Strive to provide ethical and professional police services with vision and integrity thus enhancing trust and respect within the Borough. Overview: Borough of Weatherly
Weatherly is located in Carbon County Pennsylvania with an approximate population of 2,600 residents. Weatherly is just 8 miles southeast of Hazleton, 12 miles northwest of Jim Thorpe and 28 miles south of Wilkes-Barre. Weatherly is situated at an elevation of 1,100 feet in the Ridge and Valley Province of the Appalachian Mountains between Spring Mountain and Round Head Mountain to the north, and Broad Mountain to the south.
Weatherly was founded by Benjamin Romig in 1825 through the purchase of a 400-acre piece of land. The Borough was then incorporated on October 8th, 1863. Starting with the timbering industry and moving forward with the development of the railroad and transportation of coal, the population of the town grew dramatically.
Throughout the years, Weatherly remains a rural community of people that love their legacy, cherish the wholesome lifestyle and bask in the beauty of their natural surroundings.

                                                          Medication Box
The Weatherly Borough Police Department Cabinet for medication drop off is located in the main lobby of the Weatherly Borough building and Police Station. It can be accessed 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year. Pills can be left in original containers or placed in a bag. Please refrain from dropping liquids, saves and creams in the box.
Weatherly Borough Police Department collected approximately 98 lbs. of pills, capsules and several boxes of syringes, epi pens lancets and patches in 2022.

Property Checks
When you are planning away time from your home whether it be for vacation or any other reason, the Weatherly Police Department will periodically check your residence and notify you or your designee if any serious problems are discovered. Some things to remember:
Property checks are offered to Weatherly Borough residents free of charge.
Property check submissions must have a start and end date specified.
As call volume allows, Officers will perform periodic inspections of your property while you are away.
Property Checks Include:
A perimeter check consisting of a physical and/or visual check of all doors and windows.
Verification of vehicles left on the property.
Verification of any people found on the property. Should the need arise, we will have the     information available to contact you or another responsible party.
Only portions of the residential property with direct access will be checked by Officers.
The property check service is NOT a guarantee that the property is safe or that it will not be burglarized nor a guarantee that the property will be checked.
It is also not a substitute for an alarm system. The service can’t be provided for properties in which someone is staying at the residence.



	Assisting Other Law Enforcement Agencies

The Weatherly Borough Police Department is comprised of several men and women who work day in and day out to provide the best services possible to the Borough of Weatherly. The officers also have the same dedication and core values when called upon to provide assistance to their agencies and communities. It is an honor to have such a great working relationship with not only neighboring departments but also neighboring states as well. Weatherly Police Department assists multiple state and federal agencies on a multitude of different calls and incidents. Some of these agencies require types of assistance that only our department can offer such as use of specialized equipment, working as part of a designated task force or use of technology that nobody else in surrounding areas possess like a mobile fingerprint identification device. It is not without the great team work of all agencies that we keep our communities safe!

Weatherly Police Department had a call volume of approximately 3,432 incidents for the year of 2022. These calls and incidents range in severity from traffic warnings to violent crimes and narcotics offenses.

Impound Report

A vehicle will be impounded if it was used in the commission of a crime or if it is illegally parked at the time a violation occurs and it is unable to be removed to a location which is legal parking zone, such as the operator not having a valid license.

Criminal Arrests In 2022

During the course of duty, Weatherly Borough Police Officers regularly arrest and/or place someone in custody. An arrest is the act of apprehending and taking a person into custody usually because the person has been suspected of or observed committing a crime. After being taken into custody, the person can be questioned further and/or charged. An arrest is a procedure in a criminal justice system. 
In 2022, Weatherly Police Department arrested approximately 44 offenders. These crimes range in severity from possession of narcotics to violent crime. Approximately 38 offenders were placed in custody in our holding cells located at Weatherly Police Department.
These criminal arrests added up to 202 criminal charges filed.
