The borough is currently working on a trail project that once completed, will connect to the D and L trail in Jim Thorpe. Pills can be left in original containers or placed in a bag. Please note we do not collect needles, creams, saves or any type of liquid medications. In 2024 the department collected approximately 74 pounds.
You can rest assured that while you’re on vacation or leaving town for an extended period of time, your home and property will be periodically checked by patrol officers by taking advantage of the security checks program offered by Weatherly Police.

	noteable news from 2024


There were more than 3,900 incidents that occurred in the borough in 2024 ranging from minor traffic infractions and animal rescues to drug busts and indecent assault charges. The public was kept up to date on the more serious crimes via Facebook and the department’s website. Here’s a look back on what posts made the news both here in Weatherly and on local media outlets.

· April 25th:  A woman was charged with burglary for an incident on Plane Street.
· April 27th: Two Carbon County men were taken into custody after an investigation by the Weatherly Police Narcotics Unit into the illegal sale of narcotics and stolen firearms.
· April 30th:  A mother duck and her ducklings who were stranded in the middle of Hudsondale were successfully rescued and kept out of harm’s way.
· May 1st:  A family of geese wondering on Spring Street were successfully paraded through town and directed to the safe surroundings of Eurana Park.
· June 3rd:  A White Haven woman was charged with DUI after being found slumped behind the wheel of a vehicle parked on Maple Street. She went through a DRE evaluation at the Weatherly Police Station where she showed multiple signs of impairment.
· June 6th:  A wanted Weatherly man was apprehended and charged with DUI and possession of drug paraphernalia. His fiancé was taken into custody during the incident after officers found that she had a warrant out of Luzerne Couty on for unrelated narcotic and theft charges.
· June 25th:  A 37-year-old female was walking the streets of the borough allegedly under the influence of a controlled substance. She began fighting and resisting officers as they tried to place her under arrest she was subsequently charged with resisting arrest, disorderly conduct and public drunkenness.
· June 26th:  After receiving a call that there was an out-of-control male harassing customers at two local Weatherly establishments, the male was arrested and charged with trespassing, disorderly conduct and harassment.      



· June 29th:  No charges were filed at a domestic disturbance incident between a father and stepson. Both parties denied pressing charges against one another.
· June 30th:  A toddler was struck by a vehicle on Second Street and sustained minor injuries when she attempted to cross the street and struck by a car. The driver remained on scene and cooperated with the investigation. No charges were filed in conjunction with this incident.
· July 19th:  A police pursuit ensued after a vehicle was pulled over due to the driver having a suspended license. Weatherly police followed the vehicle as it drove through the borough into neighboring Beaver Meadows. The chase was called off for safety reasons. The driver was later located and charged with numerous counts.
· September 3rd:  A routine traffic stop led to the arrest of a McAdoo man for suspicion of driving under the influence. A search turned up several bags of meth, drug paraphernalia and cash. The driver was charged with several counts and arraigned by the Magistrate.
· August 30th:  Two men from Allentown were taken into custody for questioning after being found in a stopped vehicle near the elementary school. They were found to be in possession of medical grade marijuana and THC vapes.
· September 16th:  A male employee at a local Weatherly business allegedly had inappropriate contact with a female co-worker. The suspect was charged with indecent assault and harassment and was locked up at the Carbon County Correctional Facility.
· September 16th:  Two males got into an altercation in the area on Spring and East Main Streets. One male sustained minor injuries to his face while the other left the scene. 
· September 20th:  Police were dispatched to Wood’s Ice Cream for a man who appeared to be intoxicated. Witnesses also said that he was attempting to light objects on fire near the business. He was later charged with one count of open container and one count public drunkenness.
· September 22nd:  A Weatherly man was charged with stalking and indecent assault after he was accused of exposing himself and inappropriately touching a female resident at a rehabilitation and nursing facility. A warrant was issued for his arrest and he was taken into custody and was taken to the Carbon County Correctional Facility unable to post bail.



· November 16th:  Weatherly Police and the Weatherly Fire Department were called to 789 East Main Street for a report of an unattended fire. The homeowner arrived back at the residence and was informed of the violations and the dangers of burning during a county-wide red flag burn ban. Charges were filed and an arrest warrant was issued. He was located on November 18th and taken into custody without incident. 

· December 12th:  Weatherly Police investigated a series of possible thefts of metal and household appliances from properties within the Borough. Residents were asked to contact the department if they noticed any of these items missing or had any suspicious activity in the neighborhood.
